Sahas
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IIM Kashipur FIED launched the pre-seed Agripreneurship
Orientation Program (AOP), named Sahas, under the Rashtriya
Krishi Vikas Yojana Remunerative Approaches for Agriculture and
Allied Sector Rejuvenation (RKVY-RAFTAAR) in April 2020 amid the
chaos caused by the Covid 19 pandemic. Sahas is a significant
initiative of the [IM Kashipur FIED under the Ministry of Agriculture
and Farmer's Welfare (MoA&FW), intended at enhancing
infrastructure in agriculture and allied areas. To promote
agripreneurship and agribusiness by providing financial support and
fostering the incubation ecosystem, Sahas has been adding laurels

From March 2022- March 2023, RABI (RKVY- RAFTAAR) helped a total of 11 startups in
raising funds of 1.65 crores. Under the Sahas program, five pre-seed stage startups
underwent a complex and strenuous process to receive a total of 20 lacs.

RABI DATA

FIED received a total of 94 applications by the end of
July 2022. The first round of selection ensured entry for
serious applicants and their startups. FIED, as an RKVY
RAFTAAR Agri-Business Incubator (RABI), conducted
its RAB| Incubation Committee (RIC) selection to
choose the final list of startups that would attend the
two months training program at FIED |IM Kashipur. The
RIC met the startups over the Zoom platform and
shortlisted 14 startups for the training program. The
Sahas training program was aimed to make the
entrepreneurs aware of the general business aspects.
FIED conducted and completed the second round of
Interviews through RIC by the end of November. A total
of eleven startups were selected to represent FIED
before the Central Incubation Committee (CIC) for the
final funding pitching session for funds up to 5 Lakhs
from the Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers' Welfare.
The final round of interviews before the CIC was held
on 3rd Feb 2023. Startups from FIED pitched for their
products and in the end, five startups were finally
selected to receive funds from the Ministry of
Agriculture and Farmer's Welfare.
